GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS
Contributions for publication and all correspondence should be addressed to The Editor, Fundamina, Law Faculty, UNISA, PO Box 392, Pretoria 0001.  The Editor can also be contacted electronically at vdberh@unisa.ac.za.

Authors are requested to submit manuscripts in the style set out below, if at all possible.  Any edition of Fundamina may be used as an example, together with these guidelines.

The Editor should be informed if the contribution has already appeared in another publication, either in full or in part, or has been submitted for publication.  Contributions will be submitted to experts for evaluation.  The editorial board reserves the right to alter contributions according to Fundamina style, to correct errors or to improve clarity.

Guidelines for all contributions
Format:  All contributions must be submitted electronically ( either on floppy or via e-mail ( along with an indication of the word-processing program used.  The text must be justified, typed in double spacing and in font size 12.  Footnotes are justified, typed in single spacing with a hanging indent of 1,75 cm and font size 10.  No spaces should be left between footnotes.  Contributions should not exceed 3 500 ( 4 000 words, including quotations and footnotes.  Footnotes are supplied as such and not as endnotes.  

· Abbreviations: Abbreviations in the text should be avoided, but used as extensively as possible in footnotes.  The normal language rules pertaining to abbreviations apply, but no full stops are used.

· Quotations:  Quotations should be used sparingly and correctly.  Quotations shorter than one printed line are indicated in the text by means of quotation marks.  All quotations exceeding one printed line should be placed in a separate paragraph and indented by 1 cm on either side without quotation marks.  Single quotation marks are used for a quotation within a quotation.  Alterations to quotations should be indicated by square brackets.  Quotations are not italicised.

· Headings:  All headings should be numbered consecutively with arabic numerals.  No full stops after headings.

· Italics:  All foreign words and expressions are italicised, for example Grundgesetz, fait accompli and dolus.

References
· Books:  The initials of authors need not be given, unless confusion may arise.  Titles of books are italicised.  Only the first word and all proper names are written with a capital letter.  Only the date of publication is supplied in brackets following the title.  Example:  Van der Walt Constitutional property clauses (2000).

· Articles:  Titles of articles appear in inverted commas, followed by the year of publication, the name of the journal in italics and the page on which the contribution appears.  As in the case of books, only the first letter of the title and proper names are written with a capital letter.  Example: Stander "Cheque fraud" 1998 SA Public Law 300.

· Journals:  Recognised abbreviations may be used.  In the case of less well-known journals, the name should be given in full.  Numbers of volumes are omitted, except where continuous page numbers are not used.  In the last-mentioned case, the volume number is supplied in brackets after the year of publication.

· Case law:  The name of the case is italicised, but words like "and another" are omitted.  Only the abbreviation of the jurisdiction is supplied in brackets.  Example:  Smit v Smit 1977 2 SA 304 (AD).  The English references to pre-1947 cases are also used in Afrikaans texts, for example Fennell v Bosch 1934 NPD 142.

· Legislation:  The title of a statute is italicised, but the number and year is not.  Example:  Internal Security Act 74 of 1982.  In the case of subordinate legislation, the basic form changes to the following:  Procl R138 Government Gazette 8331 6 August 1982.

· Theses and dissertations:  For example: Milton The concept of nuisance in English law PhD thesis UP (1985).

· Newspapers and weekly magazines:  For example: Time 1988-05-11; Pretoria News 2001-02-02.
